GIRLS 6-A-SIDE TOURNAMENT RULES

JULY 2006
The rules of the Tournament are set out below, although the Organising Committee could at any time change them.  All competing clubs will be informed of any changes made prior to the Tournament commencing.

RULE  1:             Each team entered in the Tournament shall register not more than eight and not less    

                             than six players, together with it’s team colours and alternative team colours, at least

                             15 minutes before the kick off time of their first match.  All teams must be at their 

                             nominated pitch 3 minutes before their stipulated kick off time.  The Management/

                             Organising Committee may award the match if in their opinion one side made 

                             insufficient effort to be ready for kick off time. 

RULE  2:            The laws of the Tournament are settled by the Football Association rules, with the 

                            exception of the enclosed rules.

RULE  3:           Teams shall consist of six players, one of which shall be a goalkeeper. 

                            A team may not take to the field of play with less than five players.                                                                                                       .                            Any team failing to field five players, three minutes before the stipulated

                            time to kick off will forfeit the match.                                                                                          

RULE  4:           During each match rolling substitutions may be made, with the exception of replacing   

                           a player sent off under FA law 12. 

RULE  5:          There will be no off-side played. 

RULE  6:          Goalkeepers receiving the ball to hand shall only return the ball into play with an 

                          underarm motion.  She may not kick the ball into play except when taking a goal-

                          kick or free-kick in the penalty area, or when applying the backpass rule.  An

                          indirect free kick will be awarded if not complied with.

RULE  7:          The ball may be played above head height.

RULE  8            The duration of each match shall be TWELVE minutes with no half time.
                          Injury time will be played at the Referee’s discretion.

                          In the event of the scores being level at the end of this period in the knockout stages
                          of the Tournament, a maximum of a further six minutes will be played with a 

                           ‘Golden Goal’ (if one is scored) deciding the game.
                          Should the scores still remain level after this period, the result will be determined

                          by the taking of penalties, that is five each in accordance with international rule, and

                          sudden death if equal after all five are taken

RULE  9:         Three points for a win :::  One point for a draw ::: Zero points for a loss.

RULE 10:        The match will be started (at the commencement of each half) and restarting (after a 

                         goal has been scored) by dropping the ball at the centre circle.

RULE  11:        Opposing players must stand at least two (2) yards from the ball on all free kicks.

RULE  12:        The ball will be returned to the field of play at throw ins and corners by rolling   

                          it along the ground with an underarm motion .
                          Goal kicks will be taken anywhere along the dead ball line (failing to do so will result 

                          In the advantage being given to the Opposition).

RULE  13:        Any player sent off under Law 12 shall take no further part in the remainder of the 

                          Tournament.  Any player cautioned shall be automatically suspended from taking

                          part in her team’s next match.  There shall be no appeals procedure in the respect

                          of this rule.

RULE  14:        Footwear is optional but shin pads must be worn.  All players in the same team must 

                          wear the same colours, with the exception of the goalkeeper.

RULE  15:       All teams must have a change strip.  In the event of a colour clash, the first name team

                         shall change.  First name teams shall supply a match ball, size 4.

RULE  16:       In the event of two teams having the same amount of points in the qualifying league 

                         stages, the team with the largest goal difference shall be placed in a higher position.

                         In the event of teams having the same goal difference, the team scoring the most goals 

                        shall be placed in a higher position.  

                         If equal, a penalty shoot out will decide the result.

RULE  17:     All matches shall be initially on a league basis, from which teams qualify for the Final
                       and the Plate.                         

RULE  18:     All players must qualify for the 2005/2006 season age group.  The age ruling being 1st
                       September. Proof of age may be requested. The Committee will accept either a medical          

                      card, birth certificate or registration card.
RULE  19:     The referee shall be sole arbitrator on all points of disputes arising during the matches

                       and shall be empowered to interpret the rules, bearing in mind the best interests of all

                       parties concerned ……’THE REFEREE’S DECISIONS ARE FINAL’  …………

RULE  20:     In the event of disputes or any other matters, which are either set out in the Rules or not, 

                       the Management/Organising Committee shall have the right to settle all such disputes or

                       any other matters arising.  Their decision shall be final and binding to all clubs in the 

                       Tournament.
